Beowulf is a long, epic poem. An epic poem is a long poem that tells a story about the deeds of warriors and heroes.
It was first composed in 650AD- 800AD . We do not know exactly when it was first  told. It was not written down for another 300 years. 
It was the first story ever written down in the language of the Anglo-Saxon People. (Old English)

It is the oldest British story of which we have a record
The original version is in the British Library.

It was slightly burnt in a fire during the Tudor times when Henry the 8th burnt down monasteries.

It was set in the 6th Century and tells the tale of Anglo-Saxon ancestors.

The story is set in what we now know as Denmark and Sweeden.

During the time that it was told people lived in tribes- The story tells us about the Danes and the Geats.

The story was originally told orally and may have changed over the years.

Beowulf is a mixture of history and myth. Some people really existed, and some are mythical- e.g hero, monsters etc.
